• Shear two sheep. Must have a BWMB Blue Seal Certificate, (the certificate to be produced on the day or 

have a written reference from someone showing their experience of shearing) 

• Give examples of their ATV handling skills 

• Give examples of correct foot care techniques / handling, vaccinating & dosing (e.g. work out correct 

weight of ewes for dosage of wormer and correct examples of injection sites) 

•  Answer questions on flock management and health issues (This task is compulsory for all) 

• Ram MOT
